The author suggests considering the library education structure as it could be designed in the future. Con-
sideration of the student’s right to select the specialization he/she would concentrate in after taking the re-
quired basic 3-year education as a key point of the suggested structure. On the second stage the students
gets assigned to the particular department (or the advisor) and takes the courses within the selected spe-
cialization (including working practice) for two years. The first and the second stages of education are
completed by the bachelor degree award and offer following opportunities for further learning: (a) start
working in the selected specialization, (0) to enroll into the master program within the selected specializa-
tion immediately or after several years of work.

The lifelong education in practical (a) sphere could be realized at the special courses within the selected
specialization. The lifelong education in theoretical (b) could be realized by taking Ph. D. program. Li-
brarians (either «practitioners» or «theoreticians» ), who demonstrated certain management skills, could
realize their lifelong education at the special courses. And when they obtain the needed experience they
could take the master program and obtain the MBA degree.

The suggested general structure also offers the opportunities for lifelong education to the individuals, who
got their education long ago or do not have library education at all, as well as to the managers at all levels.
